For international exchange, we have two options available:

Juvenia
will provide to you a working space, personal guidance from our
staff and a unique introduction to Finnish youth work as well as to
high-level youth research and development work.

e Ifyou are a PhD student or working as a researcher in the field
of youth, we would be happy to host you as an visiting researcher
in Juvenia! Researcher visit is unpaid, so we suggest you to discuss
the possible sources of funding with your own home institution.
Juvenia will provide you with a working space and an introduction
to Finnish youth work and education sector as well as a chance to
network with our research and development community.

What are we expecting from you?

Ideally, you are working (or interested in working) with youth
or studying a subject related to youth work, such as Social
Work, Social Policy, Education Theory etc. We are happy to
receive applications from people with various backgrounds.

Write a motivation letter in English (max. length 2 A4 pages)
in which you tell about yourself, your background and
interests and especially your motivation and the reasons why we
should select you as our exchange trainee / visiting researcher.
